How does a graduate nurse (GN) apply for a position at Parkland Hospital?

Please submit a completed application using the on-line system, www.parklandcareers.com.  We strongly advise you to attach a resume. You may be required to submit 2 letters of recommendation from instructors. You must select a job in order to apply on-line. 
I am currently employed at Parkland.  What do I do?

Please complete employee online application via the PeopleSoft system for each area you wish to interview with. Please attach a resume.  You may be required to submit 2 letters of recommendation.  We no longer use the Request for Reassignment forms. You must use the online application system via PeopleSoft. Log in to “My parkland” just as you would do to view your paycheck. 
What jobs do I apply for as a new graduate RN? 
The jobs for new graduate RNs will be posted as: Nurse Resident or Graduate Nurse. Do not apply to RN I positions.

What will the interview process consist of? 
 If selected for an interview, the assigned recruiter will contact you to coordinate and confirm an   interview time.  You will come to Workforce Planning & Recruitment at your interview time and the manager (or appointed designee) will come to escort you to that unit.  You may be offered a tour of the unit at the time of the interview. After the interview, you will meet with your recruiter to review benefits and next steps.
What salary can I expect as a new graduate RN?
GN and Nurse Resident salaries start at $24.52/hr.  Shift differentials are $2.75/hr for evening shift, $3.50/hr for night shift, and $6.00/hr for weekend shift.  Our weekend shifts that are eligible for weekend differential are any shifts worked beginning at 3pm Friday - 7am Monday.  If you work an evening or night shift on the weekend, you will be paid both the shift and the weekend differentials.

What shifts are available?

Parkland offers a variety of shifts. Scheduling of working hours is coordinated by the hiring manager or charge nurse. Nurses are required to work every other weekend. However, that does give you a chance to earn the weekend shift differential. You will discuss shifts and scheduling options during your interview with the Unit Manager.
Do you offer training programs for new graduate RNs?
Parkland offers an exciting variety of 4 to 6 month residency programs (training courses). They include: the Adult Critical Care residency which offers training in one of the following areas:  SICU, CPICU, MICU, BICU, and ER (emergency room).  We also offer residency programs in the following specialty units: Neonatal ICU, Labor and Delivery and the Operating Room.   There is also the Critical Care and Trauma Nurse Internship. This program offers training in all of the adult critical care areas and the ER. A BSN and a GPA of 3.4 or better (GPA refers to the last 60 hours of Nursing courses) is required for the internship. 

 ****** Please note that these programs are offer based on the current unit needs at the time of the program. All areas DO NOT post residency positions each time. 
Are there opportunities for me if I do not want to go into Critical Care (or I am not selected by that area)?

We offer a variety of other Medicine or Surgical units.  Some of the Women’s Health units hire new graduates also, like the OB-GYN/ Intermediate Care Center, Newborn Nursery and the Post Partum units.  These areas offer the new graduate an extended 12 week orientation in the Medical/Surgical Fellowship Program.

What is the Orientation Process?  

Orientation consists of one full day of New Employee Orientation. Immediately following will be 4- 5 days of General Nursing Orientation. There will also be additional unit-specific orientation scheduled following the Residency or Med-Surg Fellowship class time. 
When is the best time to apply?

As soon as the positions are posted on the Parkland Careers website. 
When is the deadline?
